The photos compare architectural de-
tails in all three locations and highlight 
the metallic process Herndon uses.

“Architectural details refl ect the cul-
tural heritage and artistic core of Chi-
cago, southern France and Barcelona,” 
Herndon said in a news release. “The 
similarities in architectural design 
and materials show how connected 
these well-known architects were, even 
in the late 1800s.” 

Herndon said the metallic print pro-
cess she uses emboldens color and 
depth of fi eld of these artworks to fur-
ther capture the mind’s eye.

Herndon has a master’s degree from 
the College of Architecture at Virginia 
Tech in Blacksburg, Va., and a law de-
gree from St. Louis University. 
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
